We’ve recently        
partnered with First Assembly in order to accommodate all 
who would like to play. We are looking for other ways to also 
expand the ministry but we need your help. In the next few 
months we’ll be looking for people to sign up to be coaches, 
team mentors, greeters, snack providers and servers,         
referees, scorekeepers, timekeepers, devotion leaders,       
registration helpers and more.
